 ____The title of the book and the author 
 ____The name(s) of the main character(s) and a short 

description of each 
 ____ A problem that was in the story and how it got solved 
 ____ Why you did or did not like the book

included each of the items above, and check them off the list!  Make 
sure you signed your name at the bottom of the letter. 
